Pneumatic Electric Relays
Data Sheet
The 2364-211 and 2342-220 Pneumatic Electric Relays are 
used in control systems requiring conversion of gradual air 
pressure changes to positive electrical switching actions. 
Typical applications are starting/stopping unit ventilators, fan 
coil motors, unit heaters, and air handling unit fans.

These relays incorporate a nonmetallic diaphragm that is 
displaced by air pressure changes. The diaphragm in turn 
operates a single heave-duty SPDT switch in the 2364-211 
and a DPDT* switch in the 2364-220.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

PRE-INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1. Use on control air only.

2. This relay will operate mounted in any position.

3. Any electrical loads exceeding the relay’s rating should 
be controlled by intermediate relays, contactors or motor 
starters.

4. Allow at least 9 feet of tubing between transmitting 
device and relay.

5. When connecting the plastic tubing to the relay, be sure 
to use the spring clip provided.

WIRING AND MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS
1. Electrical wiring must comply with all applicable codes.

2. Turn off all power before removing defective device or 
installing new units.

3. These relays may be mounted in any position. Mount the 
control using the two mounting holes provided in the 
back of the enclosure. See Figure 1.

4. The 2364-211 contains one SPDT switch and model 
2364-220 contains two SPDT switches which switch 
simultaneously. Switches in both models are wired as 
follows:
Open on decrease in pressure — wire to terminals com-
mon and open.
Close on decrease in pressure — wire to terminals com-
mon and close.

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SET POINT ADJUSTMENT
Set point adjustment is accomplished with the cover 
removed, by rotating the slotted adjustment disc as needed 
to align it with the desired pressure point as indicated on the 
adjacent scale. See Figure 1.

If greater accuracy is required, connect a pressure gauge in 
the pneumatic line and adjust for switch actuation at the 
appropriate actual line pressure.
